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(RM 17) Winn Boat Launch. Easy rapids and
small islands are frequent along this stretch,
which is a mix of forests and pastoral land.

(RM 19) Larger Snow Island is 2 miles down,
followed by Sebonibus Rapids (Class I-II).

(RM 21) Pass the Chester Bridge Boat Launch
followed by large Hersey Island.

(RM 25.3) Nearing “urban” Lincoln, you paddle
around Mattanawcook Island’s north side
(river right) to a power line crossing.

(RM 25.5) The Medunkeunk Landing
Campsite is located 1/10 of a mile up this
tributary. Call or text ahead: (207) 897-8034.
Medunkeunk means “quick drop”, referring to a
waterfall upstream of the campsite.
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
